On the 12th of February, His Holiness Sri
Tatvavidananda Saraswati Swamiji
accepted the humble invitation of Arsha
Vidya Vahini and graced the devotees at
the Bhagavata Jnana Yagna with His divine
presence. The venue reverberated with
calm as is this Mahatma’s persona and his
short address was laden with blessings and
wisdom.

Pujya Sri Tatvavidananda Saraswati
Swamiji, a Sanyasin of the “Saraswati”
tradition, and a scholar of repute, translated
the entire Srimadbhagavatam from Sanskrit
to Telugu for the benefit of the multitudes of
devotees who can enjoy Krishna Leela and
experience the glory of the Krishna Avatara.
He has also authored commentaries on many Vedantic treatises like Dakshinamurthy Stotram,
Kasi Panchakam etc. and, as possible only to His multifaceted erudition, He brought to light the
relationship between Yajurveda and Modern Science. Swami Sri Tattvavidananda Saraswati
also unfolds the teachings of Vedantic texts in his regular lectures in India and across the world.

As He welcomed Tattvavidananda Swamiji to adorn the dias, Pujya Acharya Sri Prem Siddharth
mentioned that the Swami Tattvavidananda ji is one of the latent reasons for the conducting and
the success of this Bhagavata Jnana Yagna.



Pujya Tattvavidananda Swami had invited Acharya Sri Prem Siddharth for the book-release
function of the 10th Canto of Srimadbhagavatam that had been translated by Him. It was at this
juncture, that Tatvavidananda Swamiji advised our Acharya go through parts of the book. Pujya
Acharya said, it was probably to introduce him to the Vedantic glory of this text that Sri Swamiji
had invited him for the book-release function and that was the seminal thought for the birth of
this Bhagavata Jnana Yagna.

Pujya Sri Tatvavidananda Swamiji addressed the devotees saying that it is indeed the
fructification of the Punya Karma of
many births that we are able to do
Bhagavata Katha Sravanam.
Bhagavata begins with the
samapthi of Krishna Avatara;
though the visible form of Lord Sri
Krishna ceased in the end of
Dwapara Yuga, the splendor of
Lord Krishna is still alive in this
Srimadbhagavata Mahapurana. Sri
Bhagavatji is therefore an
incarnation of Lord Krishna. While :
in Dwaparayuga, Lord Balakrishna vy Y. )
entered the houses of Gopikas from the backdoor and stole Navaneeta, in this Kaliyugé, He
would enter, as the verses of Srimadbhagavata say, through the ears of the devotees and steal
the Love in their hearts that will otherwise be wasted on the Jagat. He also said that to enjoy the
material world, one needs to make the efforts to probably earn money, and purchase objects,
but since the innate nature of the mind is to contemplate on Ishwara, the devotees will find it
almost effortless to invite Lord Krishna into their hearts when they do Bhagavata Shravanam.

Highlighting the intellectual depth of this Holy
Scripture, He said - Vidyaavathaam
Bhaagavathe Pareeksha - that even for the
most accomplished Vedanta Acharyas,
Bhagavata poses a challenge as the teachings
are represented allegorically in the verses and
should be carefully unfolded in the light of the
Vedic wisdom. Acharya Sri Prem Siddharth, who
taught the most difficult and complex Vedantic
texts such as Astavakrageeta and other
Prakaranams in the past years, will certainly
succeed in teaching Srimadbhagavatham,
blessed Sri Swamiji.




After this divine address, Harathi was offered to Lord Sri Krishna and the devotees,
overwhelmed with happiness and gratitude, sought the blessings of Pujya Sri Tatvavidananda

Saraswati Swamiji and their Pujya Gurudev before partaking the Prasadam and leaving for
home.
